INTRODUCTION 

This Building Healthy Communities Ð East Salinas Data Profile was developed for the Community
Foundation for Monterey County and the BHC-East Salinas Steering Committee as a tool for use in their
monitoring trends and condition of children and families at a community-level. To facilitate this reportÕs use
in the strategic planning process, data elements were selected that provided information relevant to the
10 Outcomes of interest to The California Endowment for the Building Healthy Communities Initiative.
These are:

! All Children Have Health Coverage
! Families Have Improved Access to a Health Home that Supports Healthy Behaviors
! Health and Family-Focused Human Services Shift Resources Toward Prevention
! Residents Live in Communities with Health-Promoting Land-Use, Transportation and Community

Development
! Children and their Families are Safe from Violence in their Homes and Neighborhoods
! Communities Support Healthy Youth Development
! Neighborhood and School Environments Support Improved Health and Healthy Behaviors
! Community Health Improvements are Linked to Economic Development
! Health Gaps for Boys and Young Men of Color are Narrowed
! California has a Shared Vision of Community Health

In addition to data related to the four Outcome areas, this report also includes a variety of demographic
and economic data in order to further understand the unique characteristics of the CountyÕs children and
families and their communities.

This study seeks to provide relevant and reliable data at the early stages of the community planning
process.  The report is limited to the collection and analysis of existing secondary data sources on
children and families in East Salinas, and represents an efficient method for providing a significant
amount of information in a useful format.

Many of the indicators or data elements may be applicable to more than one of the outcome areas. So,
while the information is presented in separate sections, readers are encouraged to consider the
interconnections and relationships that exist across the different outcome areas.

This data profile provides the basis for identifying areas of strength and areas of need in our community. It
can also serve as a baseline for evaluating community progress over time, and seeks to provide initial
answers on Òwhat is improving?Ó and Òwhat is not improving?Ó in the lives of the residents of the
community. Undoubtedly, the review of this data will lead to further questions.  Hopefully, this report will
stimulate as many new questions as it provides initial answers.

ABOUT THIS REPORT

The BHC-East Salinas Data Profile is divided into 11 sections with data summaries and visual displays.
These 11 sections correspond to The California EndowmentÕs Building Healthy Communities ten
outcomes, with an additional section on the demographic and economic characteristics of the community.
The particular indicators, or pieces of data, examined in this report were selected initially by ACMC staff,
and were then expanded and refined through consultation with the Building Healthy Communities-East
Salinas Data & Evaluation Committee.

The written summary of the data presented here is intentionally concise, and uses bulleted statements
designed to allow the reader to quickly retrieve the important aspects of the community data.  

Since this report relies on secondary data sources, differences exist in how the sources define and report
the data.  In this report, we make no attempt to modify the definitions or language used by the original
source.  However, we attempt to explain the particular definitions, limitations, and other characteristics of
the data that are vital to understand the information.  

When compiling a report based upon secondary data, it is common to find that similar data is not always
reported the same way.  For example, different sources report geographic units (regions, census
divisions, zip codes) differently for subsets of the County.  Race/ethnicity may also be defined differently
by various data sources. In addition, data does not always cover the entire population for every indicator.
For example, data may only be collected on low-income populations. 

One of the primary resources used in the production of this report is the Healthy Cities Data and Mapping
Tool.  This is an interactive, web-based database with charting and mapping tools built into the software
that have been developed in association with the California Endowment’s Building Healthy Communities
initiative.  This resource is new, and the functionality of the site is continuously evolving and expanding.
For example, at the time of the production of this report, the site did not support exporting maps
developed on the website for use in other applications.  However, this feature will be available in the
future.  In addition, the Healthy Cities Data and Mapping tool promised to be a valuable resource over the
next 10 years as the initiative unfolds – with new and updated data available to the community for use in
monitoring progress toward achieving its outcomes.
