· To support activities that will have a substantial or long-term impact on programming, fundraising, or audience development at the beneficiary organizations.

· Pacific Repertory Theater

· The Western Stage at Hartnell College

Application: 

· In years when the Fund's appreciation is sufficient to support grantmaking activities, designated agencies will receive notification of that year's grant amount and application instructions early in the Spring.
